Minutes from the Previous Meeting

- Missing Mike Hayes from attendance, and should have Kevin Murphy, not Sean O’Brien in attendance. 

- Under RIC section, should say ‘more commanding position’. 

- Under default section, second point, take the ‘they’ out. 

- Stu asked for clarification on the NB teams in the Jr. B league.

Steve makes motion to pass minutes as amended from January 15, 2008. Stu seconds.

Business Arising from the minutes

- Richard: Terry has approached Jenny and Lisa to do the referee assigning for the upcoming season.   Jenny has committed to this. 

- Christine: Wayne spoke to Terry. Terry has committed to returning as RIC on a year by year basis. 

Try Lacrosse Program (Julie)

· Northwest session is one week from tonight

· Need associations to contact participants (answer questions and remind them of registration process) 

· Please bring in all the Try Lacrosse Registration sheets to return to me next meeting.

· I will contact those people who have registered for a session, but did not show.

· Grant proposal being done to fund next year’s program. I am requesting a short letter from each association to support this. It needs to include that you endorse the program. 

Logo

· The drawing process has begun, will have a few to view for next meeting.

· Donna has contacted Goalline to alert them that we would have a logo to add to the website. 
Regulations

· Donna did not receive any comments concerning proposed changes. 

Regulation 8.3

· Donna believes ‘or receipt of written decision’ needs to be in the protests and appeals ruling. 

· Richard makes a friendly amendment to his motion to change 8.3 to say ‘Protest and appeals must be made in writing through the member Club President within 48 hours of the game or receipt of written decision. A $25 fee will be deducted from the clubs Bond if the protest/appeal is not successful.”  Stu seconds.  Motion carried unanimously.

Regulation 13.4

· Christine makes motion for Wayne to change Tyke rule 4 to state:

4. PASSING
- A pass must be made over the offensive white line; a player is not allowed to run the ball over this line, into the offensive zone. 
- The pass into the offensive zone must be an overhand motion. 

 - Violation – change of possession. 
· Rob seconds the motion. All in favor and motion carried.

Definitions and Regulation 1, 4, 6, and 11

· Donna makes motion to amend several definitions and regulations:

Definitions:

Age division-as determined by the CLA, players are grouped by age within divisions (ie. Tyke, Novice etc.).

Category-Within each age division, teams are grouped according to skill level in a tiered format from the highest to lowest skill level namely Select, Club A and Club B. 

Regulation 1

c. The number of teams being entered to play in the MMLL for the year, by April 1st of each playing year.

d. Jersey colours for each Club should also be declared by December 15h previous to each playing year. 

Regulation 4

2.  A minimum of 5 players in uniform (plus a goaltender) on each team shall be necessary to start a game.

· Donna made a friendly amendment to this Regulation re. Discussion of CLA Situation 2/5 Rule 14A which will be added.

Regulation 6

6.7  Goaltenders may play up to 5 games during the regular season with their affiliates as in 6.2. In addition, goaltenders may play up to 4 games during the regular season with other teams within and outside their association, within the category of the age division in which they play, when absolutely necessary. Please note: the spirit of this rule is to ensure that every game is played with two goaltenders and not to give one team a competitive advantage. Team officials are expected to use players from their own team first, affiliates next, then teams within their association's age group, and from other associations as a last resort.

6.9 Goaltenders can play for affiliate teams during the play-offs as long as it does not conflict with their regular team (all listed affiliate rules apply).
Regulation 11

11.4 Foreseen events such as proms and school trips may be accommodated in the initial schedule only if the Club/team involved provides the information to the scheduler in advance.

11.6  The consequences of a forfeiture are as follows:  should a team forfeit a game, the Club in question will be required to pay the League a $50 fine to be levied from their performance bond.  The non-offending team will be awarded an automatic 3-0 victory and awarded 2 points in the standings and the League will reimburse their Club with the fine collected.

11.7  The consequences of a team forfeiting more than one game are as follows:  should the same team forfeit a second game, the non-offending team will be awarded an automatic 3-0 victory and awarded 2 points in the standings.  In addition, a $150 fine will be levied from the performance bond of the offending team’s Club and the League will reimburse their Club with the fine collected.

11.8  Should there be a double forfeit (ie. Both teams do not have enough players to meet League minimum requirements) both teams are to be considered offending teams (see 6 and 7).  No reschedules will be considered and neither team will be awarded points.

· Richard seconds the motion to modify the above regulations to be. All in favour. Motion carried.

- If anyone else has a regulation that needs to be amendment, send it to Julie in enough time to allow it to be circulated 7 days prior to a meeting.  

Suspensions Coordinator

· Donna will take this on for one more year. 

· If anyone knows anyone that may be interested in this position, please let Donna know. 

· Richards motions that Donna Goguen returns as suspension coordinator for another season, and Steve Coates as the neutral third party. We will attempt to recruit to find someone who will take on this project next year. Steve seconds. All in favour. Motion carried.

Team Fees/ Player Levy Fees

· Team fees have been distributed. 

· Player levy fee stays the same at $5 per player. 

· This does not include the LNS fee for each player. 

RIC

· Steve motions that Terry Clarke be appointed our RIC for another term. 

· Stu seconds, all in favour. Motion carried.

Sackville Jersey Colour

· Taking orange out of association colours. Will be mostly black, with baby blue. This change will be phased in over 2 or 3 years. 

· MMLL exec has approved this change as there is no conflict. 

- No club can change their colours without approval from MMLL executive.

Projected 2009 Numbers

· Handed out projected numbers for 2009 season, based on Brian Thompson’s numbers from last year’s registration.

· We have about a 25% drop out rate, but used to get this back each year. The last few years we have not filled those vacant spots. 

LNS Notes

· Natasha has emailed information regarding Club Grants. They need to be OK’ed by LNS and sent on by March 1.

· Junior age division will now be using 4’6” nets.  Use the grant for new nets!

· Donna will work with Jr. A scheduler to fit in floor times for Jr. A.

· Natasha is following up with Mike concerning contacting coaches to notify certification level and what needs to be completed to coach this season.
