Minutes from the Previous Meeting

Steve motions pass minutes for December 10, 2009 minutes. Graham seconds. All are in favour. 

VP Marketing, LNSS – Lesley Dunn

· Registration is down across the country – 30%

· LNSS is trying to work cooperatively with lacrosse clubs across the province, to promote the sport, generate interest, and have parents take on volunteer roles.

· LNSS would like to provide support to clubs etc. 

· Registration displays in Halifax Shopping center, Mic Mac Mall and Bedford Place Mall – draw new people (not sporting world)

· March through June, LNSS are show casing the sport across the province. 

· Opportunity for clubs to sponsor one of team Canada’s players (Zach Greer). Looking to cost share between clubs and LNSS to purchase a player who would wear a LNSS logo on their jersey, donate the 3 jerseys come to do a clinic in NS.

· Sean Holmes – strength and conditioning coach coming to NS, open to those from Peewee and up. Coming again in May with Dan Dawson.

· Garnet Knight and Lobster Trip tournaments are merging together this year, and will take place the July 1 weekend.

· Edge Lacrosse will be returning in August to do another camp.

· September and October – National Treaty day- in the school system. Bring culture and heritage with sport (physical activity).

*Deadline for clubs to contact to Lesley for Canadian player sponsor is January 25. 

Rink Behaviour Policy

· Want one straightforward policy that applies to all arenas. This should decrease confusion for players/spectators. 

· Rink Behavior policy changes to numbers 8 and 9. Proposed wording:
· 8. There will be absolutely no bouncing or throwing of balls in any area inside or outside of the facilities. Only players in full uniform may bounce or throw balls in the facilities rented by MMLL and only on the playing floor.

· 9. It is the responsibility of the parents, spectators, coaches, referees, and league administrators to reinforce and enforce this policy.

· Reinforcement there to include parents in the list of those who are to enforce this policy. 

· Discussion around the liability issues, and facility policy at various arenas. 

· Would be beneficial to include this new policy in registration information, so each parent is signing that they are aware of it.

· Donna will make some small revisions and the vote to accept this will take place next meeting.

Fees

· Financial statement – we have a little over $5000 in the Trust account, and a little over $6000 in our general account. There is nothing outstanding at this point, although forfeits from last year have not been billed.

· Copies of the statements are distributed to those in attendance. 

· Tentative budget – distributed around the table.

· Do not have information from referees association on how money was dispersed.

· Average of 10 – 12% increase overall (from Richard).

· If we go with this fee structure, we will not be in a position to give increases to referees or minor officials this year. 

· $5 player levy is not included in this fee. On top of these team fees, each player pays $30 to LNS and $5 to MMLL. 

Richard makes a motion to accept tentative budget. Kevin seconds. All in favour. Passed. 

Try Lacrosse

· All dates have now been confirmed and are posted on the Try Lacrosse website. Please check dates to ensure there are no errors.

· Posters have been distributed to many club presidents; the rest will be given out tonight. There is a tracking sheet to track where posters are going, what other media is contacted. 

· Natasha has booked ad space in the Community Herald. It is decided that we would like to have the dates listed in this ad, along with the poster.

· Julie is working on a presentation for the parent info session. This will be emailed out for feedback.

· Julie has signed out equipment from LNS, and will have it available for mall registration days as well.

· We have not received very many helmets/gloves. We will have collection boxes at registration tables, and advertise this in communication with families.

· Wayne Finck will run most of the on floor sessions; Julie will be in touch with each club to confirm for their session.

· It is important that each club follows up with Try Lacrosse participants. Lesley recommends that it be a phone call or in person 24-48 hours after the attended session. This will mean quicker distribution of information following sessions. Julie will email club presidents right away with contact information.

· Lesley will take care of the media release with the PSA.

· Lesley will get sticks for draw prizes (bring a friend etc.)

· We have left over stickers (Toronto Rock) to give to participants.

Registration
· Dartmouth has organized an event at Mic Mac Mall on Sunday, February 7. Able to access the mall at 10:30, mall is open at 12:00. Large common by Wal-mart with one table. No cost.

· Can bring equipment, but no throwing the ball. Can’t be overly noisy or aggressive. 

· Do need insurance, which Dartmouth will take care. 

· Clubs wishing to participate will need to bring their own table.

· Steve has booked Bedford Place Mall for Saturday, February 6 (10am until 5pm).

· Sackville/Fallriver and Bedford will definitely participate.

· Halifax Shopping Center has been requested for Feb. 13 (area under the food court)
Other

· Girls’ fees will be consistent across the metro teams. This year, it will be $170.

· Cleve’s- Wayne has spoken to employee from Cleve’s regarding lacrosse gear. They are aware that there is a void in the lacrosse industry this year, and they should have more gear ordered in for this year.
