Logo

· Field Lacrosse logo was $250. 

· Gail charges $25/hour, and should take 3-6 hours. 
· Donna has given Gail samples of current lacrosse logos.
· Would be good to give her colors to work with (2 is best).
· Would we like to include a Halifax landmark; either a lighthouse, town clock, or bridge.
· Needs to have some type of lacrosse player or stick.
· Will give Gail three things to work with – bridge, lighthouse, player only, aboriginal touch. 
Regulations

· Donna has gone through the regulations, to see what needs to update. 

· Donna suggests each club look at the regulations to see if anything does not work with their association. 
· Change of colour date should be prior to the Christmas break.

· CLA regulations for the number of players present to begin a game are 5 players and 1 goalie, where our rule is 7 runners and a goalie. Would we like to change this regulation to match the CLA?
· Affiliation rules – we need to tighten up our terminology (Select, A, B, and age division) to ensure our regulations match the CLA.

· Goalie movement needs to add restriction to be clear there is a maximum number of games. 

· At any time someone would like to update a regulation, the change has to be distributed for 7 days prior to voting on. 

· Richard has a proposal to change regulation 8.

· Donna will make these changes, and will be sent out with the minutes, to be discussed and voted on next meeting. 

Suspensions Coordinator

· Donna will take this on for one more year. 

· If anyone knows anyone that may be interested in this position, please let Donna know. 

· Richard motions that Donna Goguen returns as suspension coordinator for another season, and Steve Coates returns as the neutral third party. We will attempt to recruit to find someone who will take on this project next year. Steve seconds. All in favour.

RIC

· Wayne will contact Terry to see if he would like to continue in the RIC position for the next two year term. 

· Steve comments that our RIC needs to take a more commending position regarding affairs of our league (LNSS should act through our RIC).

Assigners 

· This should be a league decision, and not a LNS situation. 

· MMLL RIC should propose 1 or 2 assigners for the league for the MMLL table to approve. 

Jr. B

· John Jenkings (South Shore) and Bob Bryne (Valley) have been contacted. 

· John is hoping to find someone else to step in – he is unsure if there will be enough players to make a team this year (they have lost a lot of players due to graduation).

· Truro is not sure they will be in Jr. A or Jr. B, and will let MMLL know after registration on February 28.

· Steve has been in contact with LNB. They are trying to get their own Jr. B league this year (teams from Moncton, St. John, and Fredericton). 

· There are teams in NB that would like to play in our Jr. B league if Fredericton is unable to get a team in the league.  

· The Moncton club would like to have a team playing in the Jr. A league.

· The number of junior players from LNS is available; Donna will send this information out.

Tyke Rules

· Wayne proposes rule changes to the Tyke Rules. 

· Please take these back to your associations for feedback, we will discuss and vote on these changes next meeting.

Defaults 

· Default regulations need to be fine tuned. 

· Donna suggests we take some things out of the regulations because they we are unable to enforce. 

· There is not enough time in the schedule for the team to reschedule the game; this did not happen last year. 

· Intervention did not happen last year, and therefore should be taken out.

· The fine will increase for repeat offenders.

· If there is not 48 hours notice, it is a forfeit. 

· There are no fees needed to cover reschedules (when a team gives at least 48 hours notice for rescheduling – for a legitimate reason).

· Anything less than 48 hours does not get rescheduled, and therefore no cost lost (and the other team, will use the floor as practice).

· Donna will update this and send out to be reviewed. It will be discussed and voted on next meeting. 

· Discussion on fines – where is the money going? What is the point?  Suggestion that the opposing club receive the fine.
