Sanctioning

· There are two types of sanctions: Travel policy and Event Policy.

· Primary reasoning behind sanctioning is insurance and liability.
Travel Sanction

· Travel document has been on LNSS website since April 2008.

· It is pending changes.

· No team can travel outside of Nova Scotia without permission.

· Information required on sanctioning form: 

· Details of travel

· Draft budget

· Roster (who is going)

· Accommodations / Itinerary

· Team description (association, travel, contingent)

· LNSS will suspend teams who travel without sanctioning. 

· There is no such thing as private team; all teams and individuals must be sanctioned. 

Event Sanction

· Form has existed for ages

· Form is on website, the formal writing is being done and will be posted. 
League Structure 

1. Scheduling

Donna:

· Last years format (# of games) is tough with the time line we have.

· Would suggest scheduling around Victoria Day weekend – last year attendance was a problem, as well as exam week (Midget and Junior).

· Suggests 2 less games, except tyke:

· Tyke games - 10 games (finished before end of school).

· Club league – 12 games.

· Select league – 16 games.

Discussion

· Less games is a problem if there is a break in games for teams (some teams had a two week lag with no games).

· Scheduling issue with teams that had 8 Saturday games – we need to balance the schedule. 

· Steve wants keep same number of games; kids want to play!

· Mike believes that we should push through, and schedule the same number of games. 

· Bob – play as many as we can, start earlier (May 1)

· Scott – the more kids can play the better; have not heard negative feedback about scheduling over holidays. Exam week should be limited. 

· Richard – No negative feedback about number of games – status quo (stay consistent). Scheduling – enjoyed the extra time at the beginning of the year, so that would be nice to continue.

· Outlying areas – easier to have metro teams travel in May – if possible to schedule.

MMLL schedule the same number of games this season as last:

· Tyke – 10 games

· Club league – 14 games

· Select league – 18 games

2. Provincial teams – played almost a full schedule last year. 

Discussion

· Donna would like to see half schedule for provincial teams. 

· Brian believes less games is a good thing for provincial teams.

· Scott mentions the Midget team may not go in the Jr. B league this season – would like to arrange exhibition games instead.

· Bob reflects on Bantam team’s great experience in Midget league – Peewee’s did not have that and could have used it.

· suggested that we have an opening weekend where we have a ton of games.

Provincial teams will play an 8 game schedule (focused on the back end of the schedule).

· suggested that we have an opening weekend where we have a ton of games.
